Introduction

- EU's funding structure and the associated instruments and programmes have been modified for the new 2007-2013 budg-
etary period . While some of the previous programmes will continue to run in this new period, some programmes
have been merged for simplification and some entirely new ones have been launched.

- EU provides financial aid for all types of organisations including -companies, public bodies, universities and NGOs situ-
ated mainly in the Member States.

* SMEs are directly eligible under these programmes

Please note that other programmes are available for cooperation with third countries.

Structural Funds: Regional Assistance

More than a third of the budget of the Union is devoted to regional development and economic and social cohesion
through a series of European funds.

There are three objectives for the period:

- Convergence (For Regions where per capita GDP is less than 75% of the Community average - Not
applicable in Ireland)

- Regional Competitiveness and Employment  (financed by the ERDF and ESF)
- European Territorial Cooperation  (financed by ERDF)

The European Rural Development policy 2007-2013 focuses on three areas:

- Improving competitiveness for farming and forestry, environment and countryside (Axis 1)
- Improving quality of life in rural areas (Axis 2)
- Diversification of the rural economy (Axis 3)

Rural Development programs are implemented by National Strategy Plans. Main priorities of the Irish National Plan:

- Axis 1, to create a strong and dynamic agri -food industry , to modernise agricultural holdings  and to facilitate
structural change through support for young farmers and early retirement

- Axis 2: Protection of the environment and environmentally friendly farming techniques support to prevent
land abandonment & the protection of landscape features. It notably includes: environmentally friendly farming methods
the protection of the environment on agricultural land and in areas of high nature value/Natura 2000 and support for the
maintenance of traditional landscape features such as stone walls and farm buildings, as well as archaeological sites on
farmlands.

- Axis 3: It will focus on the creation of employment opportunities and diversification of rural areas using the Leader
method . Initiatives under these axes will support diversification into non -agricultural activities, micro  -business crea-
tion and development, tourism activities, basic services for the economy and rural population.
